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Math
In math this month...

We will work on Module 4, where we will focus on the role of place value in the
addition and subtraction of numbers to 40. In Topic A, we will study, organize,
and manipulate numbers within 40. In Topic B, we will compare quantities
and begin using the symbols for greater than (>) and less than (<). Topic C
focuses on addition and subtraction of tens. In Topic D, we will use familiar
strategies to add two-digit and single-digit numbers within 40. In Topic E, we
will consider new ways to represent larger quantities when approaching
put-together/take-apart with total or addend unknown and add-to with result
or change unknown word problems. The module closes with Topic F, focusing
on adding like place value units as students add two-digit numbers.
