Math: Fractions

In the month of February and continuing through March, Module Five will be explored by the
students. They will build on working with unit fractions as they explore fraction equivalence and
extend this understanding to mixed numbers. This leads to the comparison of fractions and
mixed numbers and the representation of both in a variety of models. Benchmark fractions play
an important part in students’ ability to generalize and reason about relative fraction and mixed
number sizes. Students then have the opportunity to apply what they know to be true for whole
number operations to the new concepts of fraction and mixed number operations.

Science & Social Studies

Social Studies: Energy and Energy Transfer

During February and March, students will learn that the faster a given object is moving, the more
energy it possesses. Students will use evidence to construct an explanation relating the speed of
an object to the energy of that object. Also, they will explore the phenomenon of erosion and
weathering and create a model of the phenomenon.

Social Studies: Colonies

Students continue to develop a timeline of early United States history as they advance their skills
in analyzing and interpreting primary and secondary sources. During this marking period
students’ learning experiences focus on the cultures of early European societies of North
America and the first colonies set up.
