Students are working on
drawing inferences
about key details from
text, analyzing multiple
accounts of the same
topic to compare differ-
ent points of view. Stu-
dents are developing
an understanding about
point of view. Students
will analyze information-
al texts aligned with sci-
ence and social studies
curriculum.

Writing

Students will write an in-
formative piece based
on the idea that NASA
has found a mysterious
substance on Mars, and
needs a feam to help
identify this substance.
Students will research
different types of scien-
tists and engineers that
would be effective
team members on the
NASA project. Students
will do this through
online and text-based
research. They will write
an informative essay
that includes a thesis
statement. Students will
also explain their opin-
ion about how the sci-
entists and engineers
they chose will be effec-
tive team members on
the NASA project.

Math

Students are developing
and understanding in
number operations in
base ten. They will ap-
ply an understanding of
place value fo read,
write, add, and subtract
decimals. They need fo
be able to compare,
round, and explain the
place value system relo-
tionships.

Compact Math

Students are continuing
to work with operations
that involve fractions.
We will solve word prob-
lems that involve finding
the area (using frac-
tions) and reason about
answers with fractions.
Then, we will start divid-
ing fractions. The quar-
ter ends with math stu-
dents multiplying deci-
mals and converting
units within the metric
system.

Science

Students are designing
their own scientific ex-
periment to determine
the make up of an un-
known mystery sub-
stance from Mars. Their
teams will be performing

the experiments after
they've been approved
by their "NASA Supervi-
sor" (aka-us).

Social Studies

Students will complete
the historical investiga-
tion of the Boston Mas-
sacre by analyzing
source documents to
come to a conclusion
on who is more to
blame for the event. Af-
ter looking at the causes
of The Boston Tea Party
& Intolerable Acts, they
will understand the ef-
fects of different com-
mand decisions. Stu-
dents will also look at
varying viewpoints of
the American Revolu-
fion to understand dif-
ferent perspectives of
historical events. They
will identify the causes
that led the colonists fo
declare independence
from Britain.
