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Things to Change in Microsoft Word


1.  Go to File ( Page Setup to change your margins to be 1 inch on the top, bottom, left, and right.  Leave Gutter as zero.





2.  Put two spaces after periods unless the period is for an abbreviation.  Ignore green underlines in Word.





Use the hanging indent up to ½ inch for  each line of an entry that spills over to two or more lines.





Alphabetize by the first letter of an entry no matter if it’s an author’s name, a book title, or an article title.   Ignore “A”, “An”, and “The.”





“Annotated Bibliography ” is the only thing not left-justified from the margin.





An Annotation is a paragraph.  It begins at the end of the citation.








What Goes in an Annotation?


An Annotation  should 


1.  include a brief summary, 


2. explain  how the  source’s information will be useful to you,


3. identify of any bias or weakness of the source.
